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Tip Name:
€ Temporarily select an arbitrary set of records.

Problem:

Sometimes you want to view a marked set of records in isolation, but then return to the
previously selected set of records.

Solution:
Use a pair of keyboard shortcuts to yrst hide, and then restore all unmarked records.
1) Mark a subset of records of interest.
2) Type [Ctrl]-M to deselect all unmarked records.
3) If desired, type [Ctrl]-E to remove the marked record color
4) When ynished, type [Shift]-[Ctrl]-M to return to the original query device settings.

Usage Example:

Deselect everything other than a cherry-picked set of compounds, and view the data in
a table visualization. Use query device settings to select a subset of compounds, and then
mark a handful of compounds of interest by [Ctrl]-clicking on each marker in a scatter
plot. Type [Ctrl]-M and switch to a table visualization.

When ynished, type [Shift]-[CtrI]-M to return to the original subset of compounds
selected by the query device settings. Repeat as often as needed.

Discussion:
[CtrI]-M Select Marked
[Shift]-[Ctr]]-M Undo Select Marked

In many visualizations a marked subset of records gets lost among the other selected
records. The Select Marked command allows you to temporarily hide all unmarked
records to aid in viewing the marked records. The Undo Select Marked takes you
right back to the subset of compounds you started with (i.e. goes back to selecting all
compounds allowed by the current query device settings).

Note that the Select Marked records command only selects records that are both
marked and allowed by query device settings.
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
