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Tip Name:
€ Remove (deselect) an arbitrary set of records.

Problem:
Query device settings cannot always be used to eliminate speciýc data points from an 
analysis, so you need a way to deselect an arbitrary record or set of records.

Solution:
Use a combination of keyboard shortcuts to remove one or more marked records from the 
selected set of records.

1) Mark one or more outliers or records to be removed.

2) Hold down the [Ctrl] key and type IME.

Usage Example:
Remove (deselect) outliers in a compound dose-response curve. Mark one or more 
outliers by [Ctrl]-clicking in a scatter plot on each of the markers to be removed. Type 
[Ctrl]-IME to remove the outliers without otherwise affecting the selected set of records. 
Type [Shift]-[Ctrl]-M to return to the original subset of compounds (including the 
outliers).

Discussion:
[Ctrl]-I Invert Marked

[Ctrl]-M Select Marked

[Ctrl]-E Unmark

The net result is to deselect a cherry-picked set of records. The last step (Unmark) is 
only necessary if you want to remove the marked record color.
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
