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Tip Name:
€ Invert the selected set of records.

Problem:
Sometimes it is easier to select the records you donôt want, and then invert the selection. 
Use this technique when you want to either deselect records with a value that is more 
easily selected, or select records with a value that is more easily deselected.

Solution:
Use a combination of keyboard shortcuts that invert (ñþipò) the selected set of records.

1) Select all records except the ones you want.

2) Hold down the [Ctrl] key and type AIRME.

3) Set any other query devices settings of interest.

Usage Example:
Select all of the compounds that have not yet been tested in an assay called ñ2Á IC50ò (i.e. 
those with an empty value in the assay data column). Start by deselecting empty values 
in the 2Á IC50 column (right-click the query device, remove the checkmark next to Show 
Empty Values). Type the [Ctrl]-AIRME sequence to show only untested compounds. After 
completing the sequnce, set other desired query device settings (e.g. deselect compounds 
that are inactive in the primary assay).

Discussion:
[Ctrl]-A Mark Selected

[Ctrl]-I Invert Marked

[Ctrl]-R Reset Selected

[Ctrl]-M Select Marked

[Ctrl]-E Unmark

The net result is to invert the selected records. The last step (Unmark) is only necessary 
if you want to remove the marked record color. The ýrst step (Mark Selected) can be 
skipped if the unwanted records are already all marked.
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
